Reports from Members:  Cllr Motley reported on a helpful Chairs meeting which Cllr 

Pike had attended.  The Local Plan review was an interesting topic of discussion as was the Environment Grant, which was now available to all towns and parishes.  Cllr Motley recommended the Radnor Website with reference to the discussion on supporting families with members suffering from Dementia and Shropshire Choices, which carries useful information.  Planning changes had also caused some discussion with concern that paper copies would not be available unless charged for. A new strategy on Libraries and Leisure Centres however should be helpful.  A recent LJC meeting had discussed a presentation by Nicola McPherson from the Mayfair centre talking about the Local Community Health Hub.  However local issues concerning NHS Future fit and the future of the hospitals had become a main topic of debate.  A future LJC meeting was planned to talk about Acute services.  Cllr Motley was hopeful that more money would be available for Social Care in the Budget the following day but some concern as to how any monies would be distributed.

Further discussion on whether the Parish of Culmington should opt to be a Cluster, with the core of the village remaining as it is, but areas such as Seifton, Vernolds Common, and Burley forming the cluster and accept some housing, while indicating that all planning applications should still be considered on their merits with particular attention given to drainage issues.
