6.1 Cllr Motley (Shropshire Council) reported that Andy Begley was the new Chief Executive and Shire Hall will be sold.  The outbreak of Covid 19 in Craven Arms had been very efficiently dealt with and a further outbreak had occurred at Dorrington. Shropshire Council was not encouraging face-to-face meetings.
