Highways Maintenance – Cllr Steele updated the members on the recent work
undertaken by Gary Trim (Environmental Maintenance Officer) trimming around 

signs, cutting grass and checking drains etc. Any work needed to be reported to the Clerk.

Highways Issues:  Members discussed the recent correspondence from 

Glyn Shaw including results from the Speed sensor put in the loop of the village.  Results show that average speeds are below the limit and also below the aspirational 20 miles an hour limit.  

Cllr Steele read out the correspondence from ‘The Safer Roads Partnership which has included Culmington as one of the new mobile speed enforcement sites in Shropshire. 

Cllr’s discussed ongoing concern with the mirror installed at the end of Seifton Lane.  Residents were concerned that it was more of an obstruction than a help turning out of the junction and worried that it could cause an accident for those unfamiliar with the road and the perspective the mirror gives.  Glyn Shaw to be contacted to request it is taken down in addition to an update on the costings for re-installing double white lines.

13.0 Shropshire Council Local Plan consultation: Councillors discussed the correspondence 

related to the local plan review, in addition to the previously expressed interest in areas of the parish being included into a ‘cluster’. Further information will be available in the consultation document issued at the end of October. To be discussed further, put on the agenda for next month.

14.0 Parish Clerk:  Cllrs discussed role and hours.  It was agreed to increase the Clerks hours to  
six per week to better reflect the workload.  One hour to be funded by the Parish Council the second from the Transparency Code grant.  To be reviewed in May 2018.
