12.0 Speeding Traffic – This issue continues to be of concern. Cllr’s agreed to again

request that white lines are continued at least as far as The Laundry on the B4365 where they had previously been marked.  Cllr Pike to report concerns to The Local Joint Committee’s next meeting which the Police attend.
13.0 Flood Action Group update- Next meeting Date Tuesday 20th September. The

Emergency Plan is being worked on and a larger meeting in October will bring agencies together to discuss/trial.  

14.0 Items of Interest for the next meeting (for dissemination of information only) –

The Road Closure for implementation of a new drainage scheme on the B4365 had caused some confusion as wrong information had been sent out and some residents had not received letters.  The road now confirmed by Rhian Townsend (Shropshire Council, Drainage Technician) to be closed from 6th September to 16th September.  Cllr Byng concerned that the road signage was confusing and has sent an email to Highways to ask for clearer signage.

Proposed planning application for Culmington Farm (for information) - Plans for the Farm yard development (six properties) have been revised on advice from Historic England and now mirror in part the proposed Barn development.  New plans to be submitted and should be available for the October Parish Council meeting.  A letter from Severn Trent read regarding drainage. Will Norton will be available to attend the next meeting to answer any questions.

Seifton Bridge reported to have been hit once again.  Highways informed.

A mock leaflet for the summary of the Parish Plan was looked at, quotes to be obtained for the next meeting.
