MINUTES

Public involvement session:  (Agenda Items only) Planning Application for 
Culmington Farm.
3.1 Cllr Byng read out the results from the recent Parish Survey to the meeting.
Stuart Thomas from Berry’s was available for questions to be asked regarding the proposed development.

These included: -

1. Should the proposal be approved, can residents be assured that plans will not change by any Developer?

(In response Stuart Thomas confirmed that the proposal was a full application and any deviation from the plans would require a further application and return to both Parish Council and Shropshire Council.)

2. Would the Agricultural Buildings stay the same and not increase in size?

(There would be no plans to increase the size or number of Barns but it is hard to predict future events.)

3. Concern expressed about the impact of the new scheme on the flooding which the village has experienced.

(A risk assessment has been undertaken to consider the impact of the scheme in conjunction with David Edwards at Shropshire Council.  The development itself would have a compensatory flood storage area as a buffer and the floor levels of the properties were set above present levels to mitigate against this)

4. Questions were asked regarding the discharge of foul drainage particularly 

related to flood risk.

(The preferred option would be to link into the existing drainage system for 

Corve View in agreement with Severn Trent. This is believed to be

possible but there is no consent at the moment. If consent is given and improvements need to be made to the current system, these would be funded by the developer.

5. Further questions related to the discharge of foul drainage were asked related to the fitting of non return valves and any surplus storage?

(Non return valves would be fitted and any private system would discharge into the watercourse and need Building Regulation approval.

6. Drainage issues were raised as the Flood Risk Assessment had discounted flooding from surface water, which historically is known to contribute significantly to flooding in particular in that area of the village where water runs along the road from Corve View with no drainage in between.  It was felt this needed to be considered as part of the Flood Assessment and remodelling undertaken to take this into account. 

7. Foul water drainage could be a significant issue and pollute the river if Severn Trent do not give their approval to link to the current drainage network.

8. Questions were asked about the intended attenuation area and whether the compensation land would be included into the development site?  New modelling was suggested to look at how the water will react and flow around the new site to ensure other properties in the village are not affected.

(It was confirmed that the attenuation land would be included in the development site and points about flooding and surface water concerns noted.  Management arrangements for the attenuation area would be put in place)

9. General concern again expressed that the developer of the scheme should it be approved would not have the same care in ensuring all the necessary safeguards are put in place.

(Stuart Thomas confirmed that it was a fully worked up scheme and any change to plans would need to return to the Council to be considered again.)

10. Expressions of concern that the Council are very careful on behalf of the village when making a decision and consider the history of flooding/drainage/water run off from the fields when coming to a conclusion.

11. Views voiced related to the village designated as ‘open countryside’ being unsuitable for development particularly given the flood issues where a 1/100 years flood have in practice been 2/5 years. Concern also that there is nothing to stop the proposed buildings being changed in the future and additional Farm building added to the new site.

(Planning would have to be obtained for any further development and the current Farm is not considered suitable for modern agricultural purposes with large farm vehicles making deliveries and cars needing to be moved by residents to accommodate them in the current location.

12. Confirmation given that permeable surfaces would be used and not tarmac.
