NHS Future Fit – Cllr Byng read out a reply received from Philip Dunne MP in response to her letter voicing concern as to the future of Ludlow as a Community Hospital and whether it would be the location of one the Urgent Care Centres.  The reply assured Cllr Byng that Ludlow was not under threat of closure and the MP was actively campaigning for an Urgent Care Centre in Ludlow and Bridgnorth.  Cllr Motely echoed this view following a recent meeting with Philip Dunne but urged individuals to keep up the pressure on the Clinical Commissioning Group by writing letters regarding their concerns for Ludlow Hospital and the siting of the Urgent Care Centres.

Flood Action Group – The Clerk reported on the walk, which took place on 15th February looking at the source of the stream at Westhope.  Further data to be collected on landowners.  Initial contact had been made with Peter Lambert from Shropshire Wildlife Trust who is heading the Catchment project.  Next Meeting, planned for 16th April and a drain walk for 7th June 2015. – Cllr Turley was concerned that the plan to lower the stream at Seifton may have safety implications for his calves – to be passed on to Chris Jackson (Highways)
