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Parish Council Meeting

On TUESDAY 1st March 2016, at Culmington Village Hall

The Meeting commenced at 7.00 pm

Prior to the formal Parish Council meeting Mike Lloyd of Berrys agents gave presentation 

on behalf of Mrs D Norton and Sons, Culmington Farm on their proposed 

development.  

Prior to the presentation Cllr Byng updated the meeting on the possible view of Shropshire Council to a planning application, given that the Parish is currently designation is as ‘open countryside’ Further enquiries to be made.

The proposed development consists of development of existing farm buildings (listed barn) into three dwellings and the moving of current farms buildings to a new site. On the old site it is proposed to build six dwellings, a portion affordable to fit with policy (nine in total).  The proposed relocation of the Farm Buildings is to the south? of the settlement 200 metres down an access track and will include a new Farm House.  

Questions were asked regarding drainage, the reasoning behind moving the farm and the height of the barns.  Concern was expressed at an increase in vehicles on a narrow road from extra dwellings and parking arrangements. The exact position of the re-located farm buildings was discussed and whether the existing bridge would be moved, also if the proposed scheme were to gain planning approval the likelihood of it being changed or expanded if sold off to a developer.

In answer Mike Lloyd reported a Flood assessment was currently being prepared. A treatment plant would be located at the rear of the garages.  Moving the farm buildings will allow easier access for farm traffic and the intention would be to take large vehicles away from the centre of the village.  The relocated Barns will be a similar height to the existing Barns.  Garages are included in the plans and parking spaces.  The bridge was not being moved and the intention would be to sell the site to a developer should the plans, if submitted, gain planning approval.
