Highways Maintenance – Cllr Pike updated the members on the recent appointment of

Mr Gary Trim from Abdon as the new Highway Maintenance Officer for the three parishes of Culmington, Diddlebury and Munslow.  Cllr Pike and the Clerk had shown Mr Trim around the parish and he planned to start on some of the immediate tasks.

Highways Issues:  Members discussed the email exchanges with Glyn Shaw from 

Highways over the summer and considered his suggestions for the Seifton and Clay Lane junctions.  

Cllr Turley shared his and other residents concerns from Seifton Lane particularly regarding the speed of traffic which approaches the junction having left the 40 miles an hours limit in Culmington itself and the issue of overtaking traffic.  While an advisory limit of 40 was welcomed for both of the areas there was concern expressed that drivers do not pay enough attention to road signage and it may not make a significant difference especially as it will not be enforceable.  Double White lines leading to both these junctions was still the preferred choice for warning traffic of an approaching hazard.  Clerk to contact Glyn Shaw to explore further and Parish Council to consider a contribution to the cost if necessary.  Clerk to follow up with Brian Williams the occasional visit of a camera van as had been suggested and warning of such, as thought this would contribute greatly to the slowing of traffic in these areas.
